Thread;Pear sal l 6s 6a (Orange
Body; Pearsall 6s 6a (Orange
Hackle; Woodcock undmverts
Head; Peacock herl
Method
ald néve on the thread for about Three turns
P meEatch in the peacock herl and wind back to form
any nete head (three or four turns)
IBYhe Strip one side of the hackle and tie in by the tip.
4prmBind down hackle tip and in touching turns work
the thread down the body then back up to the
hackle.
5)  Wind the hackle towards the bend of the hook
and whip finish.
